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Today we applied fertilizer with 40% uflex nitrogen. This ni-
trogen will not leach and will remain in the root zone until the 
turf needs it. Included in the fertilizer is sulfate of Potash. 
Also annual weed control was applied, not just to stop crab-
grass, but also goose grass, spurge and oxalis. We also ap-
plied merit insecticide which is a systemic product and will 
prevent billbugs, sod webworms and grubs for the entire sea-
son. We sprayed broadleaf weeds that are present this time of 
the year and we usually get excellent control. This application 
should be watered in after 24 hours to get the best results. 
You can mow your lawn after 24 hours, but do NOT catch 
the clippings.

 Raise mower height to 3” during June, July and Au-
gust. Mow weekly and use different patterns. 

 
 Prune spring flowering shrubs after flowering so 
 they will set flower buds before next year. 
 

    Prune evergreens if needed after new growth emerges. 
 
 In dense shade areas where grass won’t grow, remove 
or thin out trees to let light in or plant shade tolerant   
groundcovers or perennials in place of grass. 

 
    Give  spring planted trees and shrubs long, slow

The “EAB” larva has been found in NE Iowa. The larva 
can kill a full grown Ash tree within 2 years. Since the 
larva feed inside the “blood stream” of the tree, sprays 
generally are useless. 
We have a tree injection system that will control the 
larva. We currently use this technique for preventing 
Bronze Birch  borers in white bark Birch trees. Test re-
sults using this injecting system for EAB has been very 
positive in Ohio and Illinois. Proper timing of injecting 
is crucial. IF and WHEN the Emerald Ash Borer gets to 
central Iowa, you may want to consider having your Ash 
trees injected.
